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Abstract must have the length of exactly 2 pages, Letter format. Page 1 must comprise only text (justified at both sides). Page 2 must comprise figures, figure captions and tables. Be sure to include figure labels and scale markers. Color figures may be used and will be reproduced as such in the electronic proceedings distributed on CD-ROM only. 

The text must include short introduction and motivation of the study, including experimental procedures, main results and conclusions. It is not necessary to divide the text into sub-sections. Start paragraphs without indentation. Skip a line before each new paragraph. References must be included at the end of the text, on page 1 or page 2, with the appropriate reference styles for proceedings abstracts [1], journal articles [2], and books [3]. Acknowledgments are included in the last reference, which is cited at the end of the last sentence of the text [4]. Use metric system (SIU) only. Submissions of less than 300 words will not be accepted. All contributions must conform to the layout requirements. Only Portable Document Format (pdf) will be accepted by the IMC17 electronic submission system. The final pdf file size should not exceed 4 megabytes.
